The Royal Oak, Leighterton, near Tetbury (13 miles)

Cosy and characterful pub in the very pretty but lesser known Cotswold village of 
Leighterton. Wide choice of options on the menu and wine list, and the food is very 
good.

Authentic Spanish-owned tapas restaurant with small plates arriving in no fixed order. 
Lovely intimate but buzzy atmosphere. Great wine list. The food is excellent but 
portions can be small and the prices high!

Burleigh Court, Brimscombe, Stroud (near Minchinhampton) (15 miles)

Great views over the Golden Valley from their 
terrace for pre-dinner drinks. Lovely freshly-prepared food served in a characterful 
wood-panelled dining room.

Located in the 
quintessential Cotswold village of Painswick, often referred to as the Queen of the 
Cotswolds.
